use responsible care in the handling, treatment, and transportation of their hovedisaa

horses placed in their care for any purpose; providing for the continuous well-beinges ho

by encouraging routine inspection and consultation with health care professiodals
competition officials to achieve the highest possible standards of nutritior), rematifort,
sanitation and safety as a manner of standard operating procedure; continuing to support
scientific studies on equine health and welfare, requiring owners, trainers abitoesho

know and follow their sanctioning organizations’ rules and to work within industry teanda

in all equestrian competitions, reviewing, revising and developing competitesand

regulations that protect the welfare of horses. The standard by which condaatraett will

be measured is that which a reasonable person, informed and experienced irygaoeatiéd
equine training and exhibition procedures, would determine to be neither cruel, abusive nor
inhumane.

2009. Knowledge of the rules is the responsibility of the competitor. Please direct
guestions regarding rules and regulations to the stewkadsall FEI Classes the
2009 FEI Dressage Tests will be usecCurrent EC / USEF Dressage tests will be
used for Training to Fourth Levels.

2. Junior competitors must wear proper fitting, approved protection headgear, with the
safety harness correctly secured, at all times while mounted on the campuatit
event grounds. Approved headgear meets the ASTM (American Societystorgre
Materials) standards and displays the SEI (Safety Equipment Inss&ate) The
British Standard, BSI, is also acceptable.

3. Any horse entered in any class at a competition subject to the requirement to pay
drug testing fees may, while on the competition grounds and on the
recommendation of the chairman of the provincial Equine Medication Control

Failure to do so may result in
elimination.

Test Callers are permitted as per Equine Canada/ FEI rules and must bedpogvide

the competitor.

Whips to a maximum length of 1.20m may be carried.

Lounge whips are permitted only when lounging.

Whips may be carried in all classes except FEI Junior, Young Rider Quglifyin
classes.

Lounging is permitted in designated areas only.

Dogs must be leashed and under control at all times.
